In 90 minutes, you can discover famous 
works by Vermeer, Rembrandt, Frans Hals, Fabritius and Rubens in the 
classical rooms of this magnificent city palace in The Hague

A glimpse of 
the Girl at home

The most famous masterpiece at the Mauritshuis is without a doubt 
Johannes Vermeer’s Girl with a Pearl Earring. Before 1881, this painting 
was unknown. The art collector A.A. des Tombe purchased the 
forgotten work for the equivalent of 1 euro, plus the buyer’s premium 
of 30 cents. Today it is a priceless art piece. During the expansion and 
renovation of the Mauritshuis in 2012 – 2014, ‘The Girl’ went on a world 
tour for the first time. The painting became an even greater icon as a 
result. Some 350 years after Vermeer painted the masterpiece, ‘The 
Girl’ has become a daily source of inspiration for many around the 
world.

Residential house in the heart of The Hague
The Mauritshuis in The Hague was built as a residence for Count 
Johan Maurits of Nassau-Siegen (1604 - 1679). He was a cousin 
of William of Orange and governor of the Dutch colony in Brazil 
between 1636 and 1644. Johan Maurits was both commissioner 
and first occupant of the house, hence the name: Maurits’ 
house. Later, the building was given various other functions. In 
1822 the Mauritshuis became a museum.

The Mauritshuis is located on the Hofvijver, next to the buildings 
of the Dutch government and parliament. In the 19th and 20th 
century the Mauritshuis grew into a museum that receives many 
visitors from home and abroad every year.

Not only the paintings, but the building itself is a sight to behold. 
Thanks to the creaking wooden floors, silk wallpaper on the 
walls and chandeliers on the ceiling.

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Prince William V
Gallery

The very first museum of the Netherlands
The Prince William V Gallery lies a stone’s throw from the 
Mauritshuis. Around 150 Dutch and Flemish masterpieces 
from the Mauritshuis collection are displayed there, 
including works by Jan Steen, Paulus Potter, Frans van 
Mieris, Gerard van Honthorst and Peter Paul Rubens. 
Together they show how large the royal picture collection 
belonging to Prince William V of Orange-Nassau (1748 – 
1806) was. The Prince William V Gallery was the first public 
art collection in the Netherlands. The prince had the 
gallery created in 1774 to display his impressive paintings. 
The walls were crammed full to clearly demonstrate the 
wealth of his collection.

The Prince William V Gallery is located at Buitenhof 33,  
a five-minute walk from the Mauritshuis.

First gigapixel museum
The Mauritshuis is the first museum in the world to have been 
fully digitised in gigapixel format. By bringing this together with 
its Second Canvas app, the stories behind the paintings are also 
revealed and you can zoom in on individual brushstrokes. No 
fewer than 36 masterpieces, including all the Vermeers, four 
Rembrandts, three Jan Steens, Fabritius’s Goldfinch and The Bull 
by Paulus Potter, can all be enjoyed in exquisite detail. Visit the 
virtual museum via the Mauritshuis Second Canvas app, free to 
download from the App Store and Google Play.

Online workshops
Everyone can have a go at drawing, painting or photography by 
taking part in one of our online workshops. Discover the stories 
behind the artworks and the working methods of old masters such 
as Rembrandt and Vermeer.

Children’s activities to do at home
Explore the collection together with your children. There are lots of 
colouring-in pages, activities and stories to enjoy on the Mauritshuis 
website. Our children’s mascot Maurits Mouse will introduce
you to the best paintings.

Looking and listening
